th
, Spicer Universal Joint Manufacturing Co. is incorporated. 

1915 Packard Introduces six worm-drive trucks. 

1925 Maxwell-Chalmers was reorganized as Chrysler Corporation.

1935 Marmon-Harrington starts modifying Ford 2WD trucks to AWD trucks. 
1945 Spicer Manufacturing acquires Atlas Forge Co. They were makers of connecting rods and camshafts.

1955 Federal Trucks offered a driverôs seat with individual hydraulic cylinders. They were available on their Golden Eagle Line. 

1965 International trucks introduces the cab-over model truck CO-4000. 

1975 Ford Trucks introduce the Louisville line model truck LTL9000 with aluminum fuel tanks and custom paint. 
1995 White trucks are no longer built. 

2005 Mack Trucks stops production of the DM model and the R model cab style trucks.
